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MOTION FOR

PSYCHIATRIC  EVALUATION
The child,  ZM, through her undersigned attorney, pursuant to Conn. Prac. Book §35-1 and Conn. Gen. Stat. §46b-129a, respectfully requests this Court to order a psychiatric evaluation of her performed by Dr. Joel Bregman or other appropriate specialist.  In support of this motion, the child states the following:

1. On or about November 13, 2001, a petition was filed against Z’s parents in this Court, alleging that Z and her brother have been neglected.  On or about November 27, 2001, an order of temporary custody was granted, removing Z and her brother from the home due to the mother’s failure to provide for their medical, physical, and emotional needs.

2. Z is a seven year old child who suffers from selective mutism. In many circumstances, she is unresponsive to both children and adults.  In order to fully understand and determine the scope of her needs and the services necessary to insure her well-being, it is important to have a psychiatric evaluation performed by a psychiatrist with expertise in this field.  

3. Dr. Joel Bregman is presently Associate Clinical Professor of Psychiatry and Pediatrics at the Institute of Living.  He has particular experience with children with special needs including children with severe medical and psychiatric disabilities.  If he is unable to perform such evaluation, counsel respectfully requests that an evaluator with special expertise in the field of selective mutism be appointed.  (See resume attached)

4. Counsel for DCF, Assistant Attorney General Patricia Johnson, as well as attorneys for the parents, Chris Cobb and Rene Rosado, have no objection to this Motion.

WHEREFORE, for the foregoing reasons, the child requests that this Motion be granted.
