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How to Renew / Replace Your 

Legal Permanent Resident Card (“Green Card”)
A Permanent Resident Card (“green card”) is proof of your permanent resident status in the United States. It is also an ID document and proof that you can legally live and work in the United States.  It is important to keep your card up-to-date.  Without a valid card, it may be difficult for you to prove that you are a permanent resident, or can legally work in the United States, or may make it difficult for you to travel outside of the U.S. 
You should renew your card if it has either expired or will expire within the next 6 months.  

You should apply to replace your card if any information on it needs to be changed, or if it has been lost, stolen, or damaged.  Also, if you became a permanent resident before you turned 14 years old, you must replace your card when you become 14 years old. 
You need to use Form I-90 to apply to renew or replace your card.  You must file this form with the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (“USCIS”).  This can be done either online or by filing a paper application. 

To File Online:

Go to http://www.uscis.gov/i-90 and follow links on the upper right side for instructions and electronic filing. 

**Please note that sometimes you may not be able to file electronically and may have to file a paper application (for example, if you are replacing a green card that was issued to you before you were 14 years old, you cannot use electronic filing system and must file a paper application).  The instructions will tell you whether you are eligible to file electronically or not.  
After you file your application electronically, you will have to also file paper copies of supporting documents (for example, a copy of your current green card, your photos, and maybe some other documents).  The details about the necessary supporting documents will be further explained in the instructions.  These supporting documents must be mailed to the following address:

After filing your form electronically, USCIS will mail you a biometrics appointment notice with a specific date, time, and place where you will have to go to get your fingerprints and/or photos taken.  It may be several weeks until you receive your biometrics appointment notice in the mail.
To File By Mail:
· Complete the Form I-90, Application to Replace Permanent Resident Card.  You can download the application and get the instructions at http://www.uscis.gov/i-90.  Please read the instructions before completing the form as they will tell you which documents you will need to submit with the application.
· Get a check or money order for the $290.00 filing fee.  If you are applying to replace a card that was issued before you were 14 years old, you will also need to get a separate check for $80.00 for the biometrics (fingerprinting) appointment.  Both checks/money orders made payable to the U.S. Citizenship & Immigration Services.
· Make sure to enclose necessary supporting documents (for example, a copy of your green card, photographs, check, etc.) as explained in the instructions.
