The child
stated that ifit s not possible for him to live with his mother, he wants "twenty hundred” visits
with her

3. 1n lght of the child’s statements,counsel believes some visitation with the mother
may be appropriate. Counsel believes a sries of therapeutic visits between the child and his
‘mother would allow the child time to clarify his position

4 Infight of the childs satements that he wants to have contact with his mother, it may

e i his best interests for his caregiver and his biological mother to enter into an open adoption

arrange such an adopion, [mother] and [paternal grandmother, the prospecive adoprive parent,
il need to enter into an agreement before termination of parental righs.

5. The child has had only 3 visits with his mother since November. The child's herapist,
[name], has not met (mother], witnessed ho the child and his mother interact, o thoroughly
processed with the child his felings about visits with his mother.

6. A continuance would allow for several therapeutic visits between the child and
[mother]. A continuance would allow the partes to explore the chid's recently artculated
‘wishes and to determine whether an open adoption or an alienative to termination of parental
rights would be best for Brian. A continuance will allow the child's counsel to take a well-

founded position regarding termination of parental rights.

WHEREFORE, the child respectfully requests this Court to grant this Motion for

Continuance.
