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MOTION FOR EXPEDITED IN COURT REVIEW AND 

REVOCATION OF COMMITMENT
The petitioner, (AM), mother of (BM) by and through her counsel, hereby moves pursuant to C.G.S. 46b-121,46b-129(g) and Practice Book section 33-10 and section 33-11 to revoke the commitment of BM to the Department of Children and Families, either with or without protective supervision.  In support of her motion, she states the following:
1.   Petitioner has complied with all expectations, namely:

 
       a. Petitioner has kept all appointments with DCF and her whereabouts known to                         
DCF and her attorney:
                    
        b. Petitioner has visited as often as permitted by DCF;

                    
        c. Petitioner has maintained adequate housing and income;
            
        d. Petitioner has remained cooperative with DCF at all times.

       2.  Petitioner has also been active and cooperative with the child’s therapy.

       3.  It is in the best interest of the child that reunification occur at this time.

       4.  The child is ready to be discharged from his treatment facility in South Carolina and is in need of a home.  The mother has been in contact with all authorities involved, including both Connecticut and Florida DCF.  After the child’s placement by agreement, in South Carolina the parents relocated to Florida.  The reason for their move was to be closer to (BM) and to set a better home for him upon his discharge from the treatment facility.
       5.  Unfortunately the distance has made it difficult for the undersigned attorney to get any definite answers form the DCF agencies involved.  According to DCF social worker, (PM), her agency was looking to send (BM) directly home to his parents in Florida and by-pass a Group Home.  However, DCF in Florida did not approve the home but (AM) did not have any written report at the time to explain their reason.  According to (AM), Florida DCF officials have also not found a Group Home in Florida for (BM) to go to.  In the meantime the child remains in a treatment facility no longer appropriate for his needs.

      6.  The undersigned has spoken with the child’s attorney (ZM), and she is in agreement with the urgency with which this matter needs to be brought to the Court’s attention.  Attorney (ZM) is very concerned with the child remaining at the South Carolina Facility for any further length of time.

WHEREFORE, petitioner respectfully requests that her motion for expedited in court review and revocation of commitment be granted.
