xxxx’S MOTION FOR CONTINUATION OF

COURT JURISDICTION FOR xxxxx

Pursuant to Conn. Gen. Stat. §46b-129(j) and Practice Book §34a-1, xxxxx, mother and surrogate parent of xxxxx, respectfully requests that this court retain jurisdiction over the matter of xxxxx and the Department of Children & Families (DCF) beyond xxxxxx’s eighteenth birthday.  In support of this motion, xxxx states the following:   

1.  xxxxxx has been in the care or custody of the DCF since 19xx. xxxx continues to have significant psychiatric disabilities; he has resided at xxxx, a DCF licensed therapeutic group home in xxxxx, Connecticut, since xxxx.
 
2. xxxxx will turn eighteen years of age on xxxxx, 2008.  On xxxxx, 2008, Social Worker xxxxx and Guardian ad litem xxxx met with xxxx.  At this meeting, xxxx signed DCF Form-779, Notice at Age of Majority, indicating his desire to continue to receive services from the Department of Children & Families.  A copy of this notice is appended to the Memorandum of Law accompanying this motion.

3.  Because of the extraordinarily complex nature of xxxxx’s treatment needs, as well as the current tenuousness of his DCF placement, it would be in xxx’s best interest for the court to retain its jurisdiction over this matter beyond xxxx’s eighteenth birthday.


For the foregoing reasons, and for the reasons set forth in the  Memorandum of Law accompanying this motion, xxxxxxx requests that this court grant her motion and retain jurisdiction over all matters pertaining to the continued care of xxxxxxx by the Department of Children & Families.
