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STATEMENT OF CHILDREN’S POSITION IN SUPPORT OF 
DCF’S PERMANENCY PLAN OF TERMINATION OF 
PARENTAL RIGHTS AND ADOPTION

Pursuant to Connecticut General Statute § 46b-129(k), the minor children, CHILDREN’S NAMES, through undersigned counsel, respectfully request this Court to approve the permanency plan filed by the Department of Children and Families recommending termination of parental rights and adoption.  
In support of this motion, the following is asserted:

1. The children are unable to be reunified with their parents currently, and will not be able to be reunified in the near future. 

2.  The court case file reflects that the CHILD, barely over a year old at the time she entered DCF custody in January of this year, had suffered egregious physical injuries to her face and head while in the care of her father and mother—injuries which required emergency evaluation and treatment at Connecticut Children’s Medical Center.   

3.  The children’s mother has failed to adequately address the underlying circumstances and problems that gave rise to the CHILD’s injuries and which led to both CHILDREN (born in March of this year) commitment to DCF.   
4.  Per court filings and DCF records relative to this case, the children’s mother has failed to comply with domestic violence support services, failed to complete individual counseling, failed to consistently maintain contact with the Department, and failed to maintain regular visitation with her two young children.  
5.  CHILDREN have been living with their maternal great aunt and uncle, since DATES,
 respectively.  The relative foster parents have taken tremendous interest in the children’s care and development.  The children are thriving in their care.  They are well taken care of, meeting their developmental milestones, and well-bonded to the family.  For CHILD, the foster family is the only family she has ever lived with.  

6.  The children’s mother has not complied with her court-ordered Specific Steps and has been inconsistent in visiting the children.  The children’s father has not made himself available to DCF since the case opened and is currently incarcerated.  
7.  The relative foster family has expressed a desire to adopt the children.  It is in the best interests of the children to remain living with the great-aunt and uncle and plan for adoption.

WHEREFORE, for the foregoing reasons, counsel for the children respectfully
request this Court approve the proposed permanency plan of termination of parental rights and adoption.
