You Must Enroll.  
Call the Board of Education in your town to fi nd out where to bring these documents:

1. Your birth certifi cate
2. Your social security number
3. Proof that you live in the school district (current utility bill, lease, bank statement)
4. Guardianship documents (if you’re under age 18)
5. Your current IEP (Individual Education Plan) if you have one
